Blues Scale (one octave, eighth notes at quarter = 120) 

Both scales ascending and descending, your choice of syllables 
 

“I’m Old Fashioned” by Jerome Kern & Johnny Mercer 
One Jazz Standard of Your Choice 

 
“London by Night” Excerpt / Arr. Gene Puerling  

Sing the voice part you are auditioning for, a cappella 
 

Blues Improvisation (2-3 choruses any key) 
OR you may improvise on I’m Old Fashioned,  

or the jazz standard of your choice instead of the blues 
 
 

Accompaniments such as Aebersold and “Band In A Box” are acceptable for songs and improvisation. 
 

Cassette Tape or CD Auditions will be accepted.  Tape or CD must include your name, 
school, and voice part clearly marked on the tape/CD and case.  State your name, school, 

and voice part slowly and clearly at the beginning of the recording.
